Alaska birch syrup from Wasilla 
lends a deep, almost tart character to the dark malt 
profile, while fireweed honey from Delta Junction 
adds a delicate sweetness and floral notes to the 
aroma and finish. The slight addition of our in-

house alder-smoked malt alludes to the distinctive 
roasted flavor of turn-of-the-century malting 

practices, without overpowering the more subtle 
flavors of this dynamic anniversary brew
